Plant Center Listings~ Qty. of 100 only, grade on Woodland Flowers is ‘as dug’, blooming size! Ferns are dormant and ready to emerge in your garden.
Ferns.....  (all Ferns are $120. per 100 units)
Plant no deeper than 1”.  Bud must be to top of ground.  
Bracken-  Most common fern. Strong and coarse.  One of the earliest to appear and continues to produce new leaves all season. Grows in to large colony.   NOT for small garden areas, it will take over!   Likes dryer soil.
Chain
     Yellow-green to middle green.   Evergreen, except when dry.  A rock cap fern (grows on rocks).  Grows to only 4-10 inches.  Likes shade and loose soil near rocks.   Root is small, 10”long and 2”wide.
Christmas
     Best of the evergreen ferns.   Height of 1-2 ft. Deep in rich color leaflets which are lance-shaped in dense clusters.   Needs at least partial shade.  Root- 2”
Cinnamon
     Its first folliage looks like cinnamon sticks.  The leaves that come later are a deep waxy green.  Grows 2-3 ft. rapidly.  Comes up in late April, and dormant in Sept.  Takes partial sun as long as soil is damp!   First year 2+ feet tall! Root is 2-3 inches, shaped like a ball.
Ebony Spleenwort
     Grows 2-3 feet likes moisture and partial shade.
Hartford Climbing
     Very unusual fern.   Climbs and looks like a vine.   First year - not a lot of growth.  5-6 inches.  2nd year- look out!  Good for climbing fences, trees or trellises.
Hayscented
     Has a smokey gray-green tint.  Smells like hay.   Likes moist soil with slight acid content.  Likes shade, Grows 2-3’.
Lady
     Has a bright green-yellow cast with wide deep cut leaves.  Likes a partial shade and moist soil.  Grows about 1-2 feet tall.  Root is 1-2 inches long.
Leatherwood
     A very pretty fern which is also semi-evergreen.   Avery dark green color.   It is sometimes used by florists.   Grows 2-3 feet high and likes semi-shade.
Maidenhair
     One of the most delicate ferns.   Has a lacy soft green leaf with dark centers.   Grows very fast and gets to 12-18”.  Likes light to medium shade.  Root is 2-inches.  Dies back in Sept.
New York
     Likes the dryer soil! Grows about 18”.
Royal Fern
     Dark green leaves, red stem.   Great for wetlands.  A large fern at 4-5 feet.

Sensitive
     Likes moist shady places but will also take some sun.   Gets 12-18” tall.  Comes up late April, dormant in Sept.  Semi-evergreen, a beautiful fern.   Root is 3-8” long.
TN Ostrich
     A glade fern.   About 3 foot tall.   Extremely hardy, and a fast grower.
Toothed Wood
     Almost an evergreen.  Dies when new frond appears.   Reaches 10-24” in height.   Root is 2” long.   NEEDS some sun.
Walking
     One of the smallest ferns.   Grows about 8” tall.  Good around small trees and often used around water gardens.

     14-18” tall, partial shade, likes moisture.  Grows well in all zones.

Hosta, Green..........$260.

     ‘Honeybells’, 26” high to 46” wide.   Moisture loving. Full to partial shade.  Grows well in south or north.

Hosta Variegated, Undulata albo marginata,..........$260.

     Tolerates sun. Lavender flowers in Sept.  Grows into a nice clump.   Full to partial shade.

Hosta Variegated, Undulata varigata..........$260.

     Distinct variegated foliage. Grows 2 feet and spreads quickly. Lilac flowers in July.   
Full to partial shade.

     Yellowish green or red flowers.  Blooms April-June.  Height 2-3 feet. Full to partial shade.

Anemone Rue..........$90.

     White to pinkish winged flowers.  Blooms April-July.  Full to partial shade.

Baneberry, White..........$90.

     Has white berries poisonous to humans, but not to birds. Blooms in April-June.  1-3 inches tall.  Full to partial shade.

Bee Balm..........$90.

     ‘Oswego tea’  Height 3-5 feet.  Blooms June-Aug. Spreads rapidly, red tubular flowers, Full to part. shade.

Bell Worts..........$90.

     Large yellow bloom.  Height 20”.  Full shade.

Black Eyed Susan..........$90.

     Height 2-3 feet.  Blooms June- October. Reseeds itself.  Full to partial shade.

Blazing Star..........$90.

     ‘Gay Feather’ Lavender flowers, 2-5 feet tall, blooms Aug-Sept, Pefers moist meadows, full sun.

Bloodroot..........$90.

     White flower with yellow center.   Height:  6-9 inches Blooms: April-May.  Average moisture.  Full sun to partial shade.

Bluebells.........$110.

     Blue blossoms, likes moisture, does well in gardens, April-June flowers.  Likes shade.

Butterfly Weed..........$160.

     Attracts butterflies.  Orange flowers, sometimes red or yellow. June-Sept.  Full sun.

Cohosh, Black/ Snakeroot..........$90.

     White flowers, June-Sept., height 5-8 feet, full to partial shade.

Cohosh, Blue..........$90.

     Inconspicuous flowers, deep blue berries on stalks, likes moisture, full to part shade.

Columbine, Wild/ Rockbells..........$90.   Hanging red flower is distinctive! 1-3 feet tall, blooms in April-July, average moisture, full to partial shade.       

  Dutchmen’s Breeches..........$90.

     Little delicate white flowers look like upside-down pants, 6-12 inches, April-May, full to partial shade.

Foamflower..........$90.

     Tolerates a variety of conditions. Long bloomer, April-June, height:  6-12 inches, full to partial shade.
Geranium, Wild..........$90.

     Lavender flowers, April-June, height:  1-2 feet, full to partial shade, needs no extra care.

Ginger, Evergreen/ Little Brown Jug..........$90.

     Greenish-purple flowers, 8-12 inches, March-May, full shade.

Ginger, Wild..........$90.

     Reddish flower March-May, 6-12 inches tall, full shade.

Hepatica, Sharp-Lobed..........$90.

     Mixed colors (lavender, blue, white, pink) bloom March-May, height 4-6 inches, evergreen, full to partial shade.

     Unique flower, (looks like a pulpit with a man inside), also bright red, berries.  1-3 feet tall, full to partial shade.

Jacob’s Ladder..........$90.

     Blue bell shaped flowers, phlox family, June-July, 2-3 inches tall, full to partial shade.

Larkspur, Wild Blue..........$90.

     4-24” tall, deep blue flowers in March-April, full shade.

Lily of the Valley..........$90.

     10-12 inches tall, blooms white teardropped flowers in May-July, full, part shade.

May Apple..........$90.

     Large white flower matures to yellow oval fruit by mid summer.   12-18 inches, full to partial shade.

Nodding Mandarin..........$90.

     Pale yellow flowers in April-June, full shade, 9-12 inches tall.

Ox-Eye Daisy..........$90.

     White flowers on yellow disk.   Height 1-2 feet.  Blooms:  June-August.  Full sun. 

Partridge Berry/ Red Berry..........$90.

     (Running Ox or Checker Box), Creeping vine like, evergreen leaves inpairs, white flowers, scarlet berries, full to partial shade.

Phlox, Tall Garden..........$100.

      Magnificent, refined cultivars, colorful blooms, 18-36 inches tall, Hardy and easy to grow.  Full sun to partial shade.

Phlox, Wild Blue..........$90.

     (Sweet William), Purple flower in April-June, full to partial shade.

Poppy, Golden/ Wood Poppy..........$90.

     (Celandine Poppy), Yellow flowers two inches across!  Height 12-18 inches, blooms in March-May, full to partial shade.

Queen Anne’s Lace..........$90.

     2-4 feet tall, white flowers in June-Sept.  Self seeding, full sun.

Rattlesnake Plantain..........$90.

Shooting Stars..........$90.

     Lavender flowers in April-June.  Height:  6-24 inches, withstands drought, full sun to partial shade.

Solomon’s Seal..........$110.

     Graceful plant known for it’s blue berries, height: 1-3 feet, blooms in May-June, spreads well.

Solomon’s Seal, False..........$100.

     White showy flowers in summer, bright red berries in fall, 1-3 feet, full to partial shade.

Spotted Wintergreen..........$90.

Spring Beauty..........$90.

     Early bloomer with white to pink petals, March-May, height:  6-12 inches, full to partial shade.

Squirrel Corn..........$90.

     6-12 inches, spreads well, fragrant, blooms April-June, contains toxins, full to partial shade.

Star of Bethlehem..........$90.

     4-12 inches tall, blooms April-June, full sun to partial shade.

Tickseed..........$90.

     Bright yellow flower, May-October, height:  2-3 feet.  Full sun to partial shade.

Trillium..........$110.

    Beige, 12-18” ;  Catesby’s, 8-20” Pink flowers; Dwarf, 6-8” white;  Prairie, 6-18” Maroon petal;  Red, 12-18” ;  Snowy white, 12-18”;  Toad Shade, 4-12” Maroon to yellow flowers;  Yellow, 6-12”    Trilliums like shade and need to be kept moist.  Mulch every year with rotted leaves , Full Shade.

Trout Lily………..$100.

     Yellow lily like flower, 6-12” tall, March-May, likes moisture, full shade, slow to mature. 
Vines and Ground Covers  (prices vary, all are per 100 units, shipped well rooted ready to plant)

Ajuga Bronze.........$60.

     Fast spreader, 4-6’ mat of evergreen floliage, rich purple flowers in May-June, not fussy, does well in poor soil, full sun to partial shade.

Ajuga Burgundy Glow........$90.

     Lilac flower spikes in early spring.

Baltic Ivy........$60.

     Sub-zero type that spreads rapidly.   Full to partial shade.

Boston Ivy..........1 year, 2-6”, $100.  2 year, 8-12”, $160. ONLY SHIPS IN SPRING AND LATE FALL!!!

     Climbs without support.   Clings to brick or trellis, roots may damage wood structures, full sun to partial shade.

Dragon’s Blood..........4” clumps, $285.

     Heat tolerant and drought resistant creeper,  lush foliage, with rosy red flowers, July-August.  

English Ivy..........6-12”,  $60.

     Best in southern states.   Rapid spreader, bigger leaf than Baltic Ivy.   Full sun to partial shade.

Goutweed..........$120.

     (Snow on the Mountain, Bishop’s Weed), Fragrant white flower clusters in June.  8-10 inches tall, spreads rapidly.  Full     sun to partial shade.

Halls Honeysuckle..........1 yr., $40.

     Very fragrant; Great for banks and roadsides, full sun to partial shade.

Myrtle..........8-10 leads, (clumps), $60.

     (Vinca Minor, Periwinkle), Grows anywhere. purple blooms in May, partial to full shade.

Pachysandra..........$60.

     Spikes of snowy flowers in April, full to partial shade.

Purple Winter Creeper..........$60.

     Fast grower in sun or shade, likes well drained soil, often used on slopes and other hard to cover areas.

Trumpet Vine..........$100.

     Climbs to 35 feet without a trellis. Hardy, full sun to partial shade.   Can be used as colorful ground cover, too.

Vinca Major..........$90.   Not evergreen, full to partial shade.

Wisteria, Blue..........1 yr., $150., 2 yr., $180.    Spectacular clusters of blue flowers on shorter vine, in spring and early summer, full sun to partial shade.
